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Abstract. On October 15-16 the 13th Russian International Studies Association Convention took
place in MGIMO, Moscow. The Department of Philosophy named after A. F. Shishkin and the editorial
board of the journal Concept: Philosophy, Religion, Culture hosted the Intercultural Communication
section with the great support of the organizers of the Convention.
